BIOSECURITY HORSE HEALTH DECLARATION FORMS 
After discussions with Biosecurity Queensland and Equestrian Queensland we 
are pleased to advise that Horse Health Declaration Forms may now be 
submitted electronically.  Riders will be able to scan or photograph and email or 
text the forms to us after the draw is done for all our competitions from now on.  
For riders who prefer the hard copies, they will still be able to hand them in on 
the day of the competition.  We will continue to store the forms for two years, 
as required by the Department of Agriculture and Fisheries. 
It’s always important to consider your horse’s health before heading off to a 
competition or training day, if he/she hasn’t been eating well or doesn’t seem 
their usually self, take a minute to check his/her temperature before leaving 
home.

We are getting very excited about our next dressage comp to be held at the Yeppoon 

Pony Club grounds on Sunday 22nd August.  The event includes EQ Leaderboard 

classes and is a Tag-On for Interschool Qld 2022 qualifiers.  We are also running classes 

for under 7s and under 12s.
